Broken record* were the
order of the day at the GVSC
invitational track meet last Sat-
urday. New fieldhouse standard
were established in nine of the
thirteen events, with runners
from Grand Rapids Junior Col-
lege responsible for seven of the
new marks.

Leading the Junior College
assault were Ron and Rob Cool.
Ron set a new standard with a
4:16.9 effort in the mile run,
and then came back with a
9:20.5 for a new record in the
two mile. Brother Rob cracked
the old standards in the half mile
and the thousand yard run with
clockings of 1:55.6, and 2:12.4
respectively. John Craig (600
yard run; J:16.1) and Del
Gregory (60 yard low hurdles;
7.2 nee.) from JC also set new
records as did the Raiders' mile
reirsy team.
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Larry Thomas tied his
fieldhouse standard in
the M yard daah in 6.4
Thersss was the only Laker to
win his event outright, as John
Fix wound np in a first place tie
with Hillsdale's lan Redpath in
the SVO yard daah. Deane Breen
finished second to Rob Cool in
the mfle, and second to Ron
Cool in the half mde. The Lakers
finished second to JC in the mile
relay, and Terry Mohre took the
number two spot in the pole
vault with s leap of twelve feet
six inches.

Farrago shows a peat deal of
behind the scenes development in both stories and ends up

view. Other books can give the
reader  added inaght and
understanding of a problem. The
Greening of America not only
does all of these things, it
accomplishes  something far
greater and far more important.
It can actually change the
readers whole way of life, not

only his thoughts but his
actions, philosophy, his very
existence.

The Greening of America is
about the United States today.
It takes all the different and
distinct problems of American
life and shows how they are all
related. Charles Reich goes into
America's past to find the
reasons for America's present.
He looks at every aspect of
American culture in a new and
more realistic light, and teaches
the reader to do the same.

People today do not see
reality. They have ideas about
life and work which do not hold
up under even the least bit of
scrutiny. Where did people get
these ideas? Why can't they
recognize their values to be just
the opposite of what they
appear to be?

The answers to  these
guestions can be  found,
according to Reich, by ioukins
to who is running our society.
Reich then shows that no one is
running this country, that this
country is being run by science,
machines. technology, the
Corporate State. Because of this,
the values of our society are not
human values but machine
values. Thus competition, status,
and materialism are of prime
importance; not freedom,
beauty, love and companionship.

The tragic reality is that the
American people accept these
values and bekevc in them.
Reich, by exploring America’'s
past, shews why this is so. The
principles which brought
America to the industrial age are
the principles which Americans
still retain, and these principles
are destroying America.

The only hope for survival,
then, is to tear yourself away
from these principles, to reject
materialism in favor of
humanism. The major portion of
this book is devoted to showing
how this can be done, how it is
already being done by one
element of society. This element
is the youth culture, and it is to
this culture that Reich looks to
for hope.

The Greening of America
looks at the youth of America in
a way which cuts through all the
stereotypes, misconceptions, and
unrealities o f the standard point
of view, it is in the life style that
some youth are adopting today
that Reich sees salvation. It is
not the young people
themselves, but their emerging
lifestyle that Reich believes wfll
bring about a revolution in
America. This  change in
lifestyle, or consciencness, wdl
inevitably result in “the greening
of America.**
